At -Large Directors:



Learning to speak a new language as an adult is not 
easy for anyone. To become literate in it is even more of 
a challenge. It typically takes 5 to 7 years. That’s what 
makes Nyakong and Lynne’s story so remarkable. 

Volunteer tutor Lynne Hedderich first worked with 
Sudanese refugee Nyakong Wiel in Lincoln Literacy’s 
family program at Everett Elementary.

“She could speak English extremely well,” Lynne recalls, 
“but could not read. Even simple words were a problem 
for her. She really had no reading skills at all.” 

Lynne offered to continue tutoring her over the summer, 
with a focus on learning to read. They got started in May 
with no particular deadline in mind. However, halfway 
through June, Nyakong got word that she was scheduled 
to take her U.S. citizenship test in August. 

That exam requires applicants to answer a random draw 
from 100 questions about U.S. history and civics, as well 
as to demonstrate an ability to read and write in English. 
It seemed like an impossible challenge to meet in just two 
months, but the pair agreed to give it a try. 

“We started working through the 100 questions. I met 
with her twice a week, and before long she had memo-
rized all the questions and answers. By the time she was 
ready for her exam, she knew 90 percent off the top of 
her head.”

That alone was a remarkable feat. A recent survey of 
more than 100 native-born Americans found that 35 per-
cent of them could not answer half the questions 
correctly.

There was more: Nyakong would have to pass the reading 
and writing portions of the test as well in order to become 
a US citizen. Lynn put together a page of all the words 
she would have to know and drilled her on them over and 
over again. Once she could recognize them, Nyakong 
learned how to write sentences constructed from the 
words she had just learned to read.

When the big day finally arrived, both were nervous. “We 
reviewed everything the day before the test,” Lynne re-
called. “I didn’t know if she could do it. We’d had just two 
months to work, and she had six children to care for while 
she was studying.” 

It wasn’t easy, but Nyakong passed her test. For some, 
that remarkable accomplishment might be enough. Not 
for Nyakong, who continues to study with Lynne. She is 
eager to experience all joys that reading has to offer, and 
to remain on her journey toward full English literacy.

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 One of the most exciting moments of 
2012 for me was hearing a four-year-old 
girl finally say something in English. Young 
children of New Americans often have what 
we call a ‘Silent Period.’ During that time 
they are taking in a new language but are 
not yet ready to produce it. One day, I was 
trying to engage young Saranya in con-
versation. I couldn’t even tell if she even 
knew any English. I was showing her some 
pictures on my tablet and talking about 
them in slow, simple words. As I swiped 
from one to the next, she swatted my hand 
away. Honestly I was a little stunned. Then 
it occurred to me how frustrated this silent, 
language-muzzled child must be. We con-
tinued looking at pictures, and one hap-
pened to be of my family returning from a 
trip. Suddenly, Saranya exclaimed, ‘Airport!’ 
 “The following week, she not only rec-
ognized me but was eager to chat. I had 
brought a counting book with me, and she 
was not only able to say her numbers but 
was eager to answer my questions. It was 
amazing. The muzzle was gone for good.

One of the most important events of 2012 was 
the advent of our new training system. Taking 
advantage of the flexible features of our new web 
site allowed us to be vastly more versatile in our 
training program.
  In short, classroom time shrank from twelve 
hours to two or three, depending on which track 
a new volunteer chooses. Hours of video con-
tent make it possible for trainees to review
their classroom lessons and augment them with 
many other features. 
  Soon, other kinds of online content, including 
lesson plans, will round out the program. Judg-
ing from evaluations, volunteers seem to really 
like the new system. It helped us rebound to 
train 100 new tutors in 2012, up from 83 the year 
before. They joined 220 continuing tutors to 
make a mighty force for good in our community. 
Lincoln Literacy’s training is supported by a gen-
erous grant from the May Flanagan Foundation.

This soon led to the English 
words for the signs +, -, =, etc. I quickly discovered that he was very 
accomplished in math, and we were able to connect with a common 
interest. Hitting on something he has a talent for made him enthusi-
astic about what he was learning. Before long, we were both laughing 
and having fun. We ended with him teaching me to count in Vietnam-
ese!  After that day, he proved to be a determined learner.

Lincoln Literacy and the Lincoln City Libraries Nurture New Readers!

 A yearlong project between Lincoln 
Literacy and Goodwill Industries Serving South-
east Nebraska helped dozens of New Ameri-
cans – mainly refugees and other qualified 
immigrants – upgrade their job-seeking skills 
by learning to use the services at Goodwill’s 
Job Connection Computer Lab at the One Stop  
Career Center in downtown Lincoln. 
  Over the year, 49 Lincoln Literacy adult 
learners from 11 countries benefited. Many were 
able to put the new skills they learned to use in 
finding work. Zam Lian, a refugee from Burma, 
says of his experience, "I like that class very 
much because that is very useful and helpful 
for me. …It is not easy to get the job in United 
States.” Prior to the class, he added, “I applied 
many kinds of work, but nobody hired me.” 
  Even in strong employment markets such 
as Lincoln, refugees like Lian find it difficult to 
land jobs, in part because their English lan-
guage skills are weak but also because they lack 
knowhow about job-seeking, applying and inter-
viewing, said Lincoln Literacy program coordi-
nator Amanda Hefner. With classroom training 
supported by Goodwill, Lian got hired and has 
been working steadily ever since.
